Government’s Path to Purchase
The Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR) is the rule book for Federal

Government purchases. There is a wide array of options available, and
the Contracting Officer has discretion to decide the best approach for

their Agency.

» Urgency of fulfilling the order

« Time required to contract

* Price

» Availability of items under existing Government contracts
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Pre-Approved Contracts vs. Open Market

The benefits of using existing Government contracts are expansive.
But the right approach depends on the requirements of your project.
Pre-approved and vetted government contracts include GSA Schedule
contracts, Energy Savings Performance Contracts (ESPC), Blanket
Purchase Agreements (BPA), and more. If your project requirements
cannot be satisfied with an existing contract vehicle, you may choose
to do an “Open Market” procurement. Open Market simply means

a purchase of goods or services outside of existing pre-approved
Government contracts. This chart summarizes each buying option and
provides pros/cons for each.
